In order to receive a Teurlings Catholic High Sdhdiploma, a student must pass a total of 26 ungkiding all state-required
courses. A student who fails to qualify under gtendard may participate in graduation exercisemi only if, he/she passed a
total of 23 units, including all state-required e and Theology IV. Such students will not reeeavTCH diploma, but a
diocesan diploma.
Any senior student who receives a grade of “Incatgilin Theology IV or fails Theology IV for the geshall not be granted a
TCH diploma and shall not participate in graduattenemonies.
Please refer to the TCH Student-Parent Handboo&lwification of the aforementioned requirementd aolicies.
Any student who is determined by the sponsors,ltigcor administration to be under the influenceatisfohol or any otherwise
inappropriate substance during any school-sponsaredt will not be allowed to graduate on stagtgrarticipate in any other
graduation event.
