As the 2012-2013 school year winds to a close, we
begin to prepare for another year. For our seniors,
that means getting ready for UL, SLCC, LSU,
another university, a job, technical training, the
military. For underclassmen, it means thinking about
the schedule of classes for the upcoming 2013-2014
school year — and there are some big changes in the
works when it comes to courses and even the
scheduling process.

Our guidance staff will go over these new
procedures when they speak to classes after the
Easter break, but here is the “skinny” for you.
Courses will be requested online through RenWeb.
You can actually log in and view the course request
tab now. Log in to RenWeb as you normally do and
select the “Student Information” tab on the left side
of the page. Next click on course request toward the
bottom of the left side of the screen. Your student’'s
name and a small blue icon will appear. Click on the
blue icon and you will be taken to the course request
screen. You will then see drop down menus allowing
you to select your student’s courses. There are
additional directions on the screen, but it really is
simple: select an English, a math, a social studies, a
religion, a science course for each grade level,
sophomores must also select a PE class (more on
that below); 10" graders also select one elective,
11"-12" graders two electives. Students who have
been approved for honors/DE courses and who
returned their acceptance letter may select the
honors; DE course; students who are waiting on test
scores and those who do not want honors/DE
courses will select the regular course. All students
must select an alternate elective.  While we try to
accommodate student requests, please remember
that space in some courses is limited and that first
choice of electives goes to seniors, then to juniors,
then to sophomores, and finally to freshmen. If a
student cannot be scheduled into the requested
electives or the requested alternate, | will meet with
the student and discuss options.

Now, on to the new courses. Here's the run-down:

Soccer and Wrestling Athletic PE — this is a
conditioning course for members of the boys’ soccer

and wrestling teams who do not participate in
football, basketball, or baseball. It is not a practice
course, but like our other athletic PE classes, is
designed to provide conditioning and strength-
training for members of those teams. Girls’ soccer
team members may now schedule the regular girls’
athletic PE course.

Cheerleader and Dance Team Athletic PE — again,
this is a conditioning course and not practice time.
Students in the course will go through the same
strength and conditioning routines as in regular girls’
athletic PE classes.

Dual Enrollment Calculus/MATH 110 — this course is
for seniors who have scored a minimum of a 26 in
math on the ACT and who have credit for Advanced
Math I. The course will be taught in partnership with
Louisiana Tech University by our faculty. Upon
completion of the course, students will also receive
credit for Math 101 (College Algebra) for a total of six
credit hours.

Dual Enrollment Advanced Math ll/Math 101 — this
course is for seniors who have completed Advanced
Math | and who have less than a 26 in the math
score on the ACT. It, too, will be taught in
partnership with Louisiana Tech for three credit
hours.

Dual Enrollment Anatomy and Physiology — this
course will be taught in partnership with Louisiana
Tech for three credit hours.

Environmental Science — This course is a senior
science elective but will NOT qualify a student for
TOPS. It can be paired with Financial Math for those
students who are not seeking a TOPS award.

One final note: students who take five Louisiana
Tech DE courses in one school year (for example,
HIST 101-102, FREN 101-102, and a math or
science course) will get the fifth course free. DE
course fees are $150 per three credit hour course, a
bargain compared to the average $650-$700 fee for
a three-hour course at Louisiana universities and
colleges.
