The TCH Advisory Council serves in an advisory capacity to the 
Chancellor of Teurlings.  The Council is responsible for presenting 
an annual operating budget and recommending policies for the 
school.  Parents elect at-large Council Members, and the Priest 
from each TCH owner parish appoints a Member.  Council terms 
require a three-year commitment (i.e...2011 – 2014 ) 
  
This coming school year four (4) vacancies  will exist.  Three (3) 
are pastor appointed positions to represent the following church 
parishes: St. Elizabeth Seton, Immaculate Heart of Mary, and 
St. Peters .  One (1) is a member at-large position.   All parents of 
TCH students may vote to elect the member at-large. 
  
Nominees for the at-large position should be parents of children currently 
enrolled at TCH or accepted for admission and registered for the 2011 -2012 
school year. Nominees should be willing to make the necessary commitment 
of time to serve as an effective Council Member.  The following individuals, 
and their spouses, are NOT eligible for Council membership:

Additional 
information to include: church parish, participation, community 
involvement, active interest in school activities and if you are a 
graduate of TCH.  A statement regarding Catholic school 
experience would also be appreciated.

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Hard to believe, but we are edging 
toward the end of the 2010-2011 
school year and the busiest time of 
year for a high school. The spring 
semester brings registration, 
scheduling, final exams, a full sports 
calendar (the end of basketball, 
wrestling, soccer, and bowling and 
the entire baseball, softball, track, 
tennis, and golf seasons), Prom, the 
Mardi Gras and Easter holidays and 
eventually Honors Convocation, 
graduation and all the senior 
activities. Spring is also the season 
when many students would rather be 
any place but school. The weather 
gets nicer, there are activities galore, 
and, honestly, many students are 
simply tired of working and are 
looking toward summer vacation. 
 
In other words, spring is a dangerous 
time of year in the academic calendar 
for some students: 

· Parents, watch for signs of Spring 
Fever! Symptoms include a 
general reluctance to work on 
homework, study for tests and an 
increased urge by students to want 
to be outside, watch TV, surf the 
net, tweet, text, and game. This 
disease can be deadly to students, 
as grades can slip quickly. 

· “Athletic-itis” is also prevalent at 
this time of year. This is generally 
characterized by poor planning on 
the part of the student, who, being 
a normal teenager, puts off 
assignments and studying. The 
cure? Long-range planning! 
Students who plan for tests and 
assignments and who reserve 
weekends and nights for academic 
pursuits learn they CAN balance 
athletics and academics 
successfully. 

· Senioritis (or junioritis or end-of-the
-year-itis, etc.) afflicts students who 
are tired of studying and who begin 
to let their grades drop as a result. 

I say it every year, but there is 
nothing sadder than seeing a 
senior, who has worked hard for 3 
½ years, blow TOPS or even 
graduation because he or she is 
“tired” of school and quits trying. 
The same goes for undergraduate 
students who give up in the spring 
and find themselves candidates for 
summer school. The only cure for 
this is to work until that last final 
exam is completed. 

· Finally, and this comes from my 
many years of experience as an 
educator AND a parent – know 
what your student is and isn’t 
doing. Students, whether seniors 
or underclassmen, are much less 
likely to slip in the spring if parents 
regularly check RenWeb and know 
how the student is doing 
academically. If the grades start to 
slip, you know what to do and can 
call me if you need any help and 
support. 

 

Speaking of help and support for 
struggling students, the state has a 
new website, www.homeworkla.org 
where students can get help from 

online tutors, 24-7. Everything from 
algebra to chemistry to calculus to 
research and beyond can be found 
on the site – and it is free, paid for 
with your tax dollars through the 
state. 

 

Undergraduate students will begin 
the process of scheduling classes for 
the 2011-2012 school year in March. 
Please remember that students must 
now complete four years of math and 
science courses, in addition to the 
four years of English, theology, and 
social studies already required by 
Teurlings Catholic. There are also 
changes to TOPS program 
requirements and entrance 
requirements for Louisiana four-year 
universities. All TCH students will be 
provided with the appropriate 
information for their grade level prior 
to scheduling. Counselors Anna 
Proctor and Milton Rohm will explain 
to students and send information 
home to parents on how the 
graduation, TOPS, and four-year 
university entrance requirements 
affect each individual grade. 

Mr. Scott Angelle, Secretary 
of the Department of Natural 
Resources spoke to Mr. Scott 
Viator’s civic classes on 
January 24, 2011.  He 
explained the impact of 
involvement to the 
sophomore students and 
encouraged them to become 
active voices in local, state 
and federal levels of the 
governmental system.
