The 2012-2013 school year is
rapidly running away from us.
That is a fact. And, with the two
holiday breaks, events such as
the Passion Plan/Holy Thursday
activities, AcaPep,
Grandparents’ Day Masses, and
athletic seasons and playoffs
galore, those weeks are going
to pass faster than you can
imagine.

It seems that every year | feel
compelled to write about time
management as we enter the
spring and deal with all the
activities and try to find ways to
balance those commitments
against the commitment all
students must make to
academics. So, this year, | am
keeping it short and simple:
those 11 or 14 weeks can be
the worst nightmare for students
who don’t balance their time,
who think the school year is
completed in March, who slack
off because they are tired of
school, and who basically
decide to “settle” for mediocrity.
An “A” from the first semester
can quickly become a “C” for
the year, a “C” can become a
“D” and a “D” can become an
“F”in a hurry. Every year | see

seniors lose TOPS because the
student slacks off in the spring, |
see seniors fail a required class
and have to attend summer
school and miss the graduation
experience on the stage, and |
see underclassmen, who were
passing at midterm, fail the
course and have to go to
summer school — all through
lack of effort. | think that is
enough said on the subject.

Major Curriculum Changes

If you have been following the
news, you know that schools
across the country are
implementing the new national
Common Core Curriculum. Here
at Teurlings Catholic, | am
happy to say, many aspects of
the curriculum are already in
place. Our curriculum team,
Mrs. Amie Adams/Math, Mrs.
Cathryn Martin/Social Studies,
Mrs. Dona Dugas/Science, Mrs.
Stacy Freeman/Languages, and
Mrs. Vivica Marino/English, and
| started the process of aligning
our curriculum to the new
national standards two years
ago. In fact, as we have gone
through the process (including a
number of training sessions at
the state and national level) we
have actually been surprised at
the very small amount of
change we have had to bring
into our curriculum as a result.

While the national curriculum is
not much different from what we
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have been doing for years in
most areas, one focus has
changed. For many years, the
focus in English/Language Arts
classes was writing. We have
been very successful here at
TCH with our writing curriculum,
as proven by our students’
success in English classes at
the university level. We do not
plan on changing anything in
our writing program, a la that old
saying, “if it ain’t broke, don't fix
it!” However, the Common Core,
while retaining the emphasis on
writing across the curriculum,
adds a second focus on reading
across the curriculum — not
reading as we knew it in school,
focused on short stories, novels,
and poetry — but reading of
nonfiction, subject-specific
material. In other words, the
reading of which | am speaking
is the type you do in your jobs
daily, the type expected in
college, the type expected in the
day-to-day life of adults. Expect
to see your students doing more
reading in all classes in the
future.

One final comment on the new
Common Core Curriculum: the
ACT, PLAN, Stanford, SAT, and
all other major testing providers
are aligning their tests with the
new curriculum. Our goal is to
continue to prepare our
students for success on those
tests, as well as for post-
secondary school, for jobs, and
for life.
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We are very proud of our faculty and staff. Many have .
