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PLAN scores were sent home with 9"
and 10" grade students on December
14. Your student’s score can be
compared to his/her classmates’
scores, the nation and last year's 9"-
10" grade class. As an administration
and faculty, we are very proud of both
the 9" and 10" grade scores. I've
explained the scores at each grade
level below the graphs and you
should remember that the two grades
are analyzed differently.

Tips on reading the scores and
using them:

First, please remember this is a
10" grade test so the scores from
ninth graders who take the test
are not used to determine the
national norms. In other words,
our 9" graders are tested and
scored against 10" graders.
Second, the PLAN test is an
excellent tool for assessing future
scores on the ACT, if the student
continues a college preparatory
course. PLAN scores can tell you
where the student is weak so
weaknesses can be corrected.

In general, most students who
follow the normal course of study
at TCH will improve their scores
from the PLAN to the ACT by 2-3

points. That gain can be higher as
the student increases reading
comprehension, takes additional
math and science courses, or
takes an ACT prep class.

What's the key to success on the
PLAN and later on the ACT?
Reading comprehension! | say it
over and over, but it is true — 75%
of the ACT is reading-based so
the better you read and
comprehend what you read, the
better you will do on the ACT.
Even in the math section, reading
comprehension comes into play
on the word problems. Improve
reading skills and you improve

October; math scores improved
from a 16.8to a 17.4, to an 18.7;
reading improved from a 16.9 to
an 18 to an 18.7; science from an
18.1, to an 18.8 to a 19.3; finally,
the composite improved from a
17.4toan 18.2toa 19.1.

Looking at the graph below, the
national scores are the first
column in each grouping and our
current 10" grade scores are the
second column. It is easy to
quickly see how much ahead of
the national average our TCH
students scored.

9" grade test scores:

the test score and the easiest
way to do this is to read more
often.

10" grade scores:

Our 10™ graders were tested last
year as 9" graders in October
and again in April then a third
time this year in October. This
has provided us with an excellent
look at growth. Not only are our
10" grade scores well above the
national average, but you can
trace the growth from test to test.
The 10" graders improved from a
17.3 in English last October to an
18 in April and to a 19.6 this

As noted above, this is a 10" grade
test and the norms on the test are
determined by 10" grade scores, so
the 9" graders are being compared to
10" graders. In the chart, the scores
for this year's 9" graders are in the
last column in each grouping. Our 9"
graders:

Scored 1.3 points above the
national 10" grade average in
English — a very significant mark;
Scored .6 below the national 10"
grade average in math. Why?
Because the test measures
Algebra and Geometry skills —
and the majority of our 9™ graders
have not yet taken Algebra |
when we test in October;

Scored .5 above the national 10"
grade average in reading;
Scored .4 above the national 10"
grade average in science;

And scored .4 above the national
10" grade composite average.

While 9" grade scores in October are
more a measure of what students
learned in elementary schools, the 9™
graders will take the test again in April
so we can chart their %rovvth as we
did with this year's 10" graders.
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We are very proud of our faculty and staff. Many have
achieved status above and beyond the call of duty; all
are terrific with the students. This column is designed
to feature accomplishments of those faces on campus.
