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We recently received our 2012 PLAN Scores for our 9-10" graders and our 10" grade students scored well above the national 10"
grade norms. The first column for each subscore shows the national 10" grade norm (the test is designed for 10" graders even
though we have our 9" graders take it). The second column shows our 10" graders score and the third column shows our 9" graders
score.

As you can note, our 10" graders scored well above the national average in all five subscores; our ninth graders, measured against
10" graders nationally, also scored well and above the national average in every score except math. Why? The majority of our ninth
graders have not yet completed a high school math course.

What do the scores mean to you, as a parent? The most important item you can check on your student’s individual score report (sent
home to you) is the section that predicts the future ACT score. That will give you a good idea of what your student needs to work on to
gain TOPS status or to earn a larger TOPS Award. Remember, this is just a predictor, based on what your student showed on this
year's test. If you are the parent of a 9" grader, the score you want to rely on to predict the ACT score is the 10" grade score next
year, since this is a 10" grade test.
