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Ah, spring — and a young adult’s
fancy turns to ....well just about
anything other than school!

We are about to enter the most
“trying” three months in the
academic year. “Trying?” Yes!

Many students will “try” just
about anything to get out of
schoolwork at this point
because they are tired of
school and can't wait for
summer. We used to see this
primarily in seniors (good old
senioritis) but now we see it at
all grade levels. I'm sure if you
have a younger child at home,
you've seen since Pre-K.
Other students who have not
done well and who want to go
on to the next grade or earn
that credit often “try” to find the
easiest way to complete work
and bring up their grades and
sometimes are tempted by
shortcuts. Did you know that
the number of the academic
cheating offenses peaks in the
last two weeks of the third
guarter and first two weeks of
the fourth quarter? To the
average 15-year-old it seems
much easier to copy someone
else’s work or risk bringing
that cheat sheet into the test
than it does to “try” and study.
After all, kids never believe
they will be the one to get
caught.

We all get off schedule as we
“try” to adjust to daylight
savings time. We tend to have
more activities in the late
afternoon and early evening
as the sun sets later and later.
Thanks to athletic practice,

running errands, or just
enjoying the longer daylight
hours, supper gets pushed
back a little and so does
homework and bedtime.
However, we still have to get
up and go to work or school at
the same time in the morning,
only now that 7 AM trip to
school is in darkness and we
slept an hour less, which
throws our body clocks off for
a few weeks.
And, let’'s admit it, our
students, at home or here at
school, sometimes “try” our
patience in the spring a little
more than usual. There is just
so much going on in all our
lives, students, teachers, and
parents alike, that it not only
becomes hard to juggle
schedules, but it becomes a
matter of setting priorities, and
our priorities as adults don't
appeal to the average kid. We
say “go do your Algebra
homework” but to the student
“I need to practice hitting that
drop shot” seems more
important. We say “did you
write your English paper?” but
the student thinks “I'll do that
on Sunday night before | turn
the paper in Monday morning”
and rushes through a last-
minute paper not truly
reflective of his/her abilities.
We say “have you started
studying for that big science
test?" but the student is more
concerned over finding the
right date for prom so tunes
out our reminders about the
upcoming test and doesn’t
truly study.

There is no denying spring is the

busiest time of year on a high
school campus. Senioritis, school
activities, multiple athletic sports,
spring break, approaching
graduation, prom, ring ceremony,
confirmation, and all the other
things that enrich our students’
lives, coupled with our usual
improving weather in March and
April, can get in the way of
academic success at a time when
it is critical for students to either
maintain the academic success
already achieved or get back on
track if the first semester grades
were not good. Advice from
someone who has been through
this year after year? Grit your
teeth and “try” to keep your
patience as you encourage your
student to remember why he or
she is on our campus in the first
place — a Catholic education to
prepare for college and the future.
