
A child enters kindergarten for the first day of school. School starts, school ends, repeats then thirteen years later the senior 
graduates.  Many of those seniors will soon leave home to go off to college, never to reside permanently again in their home.  You 
can define “home” as a place where one lives; or the heart or center.  Teurlings Catholic has been home for many of our students for 
the past four years, and for a few, a shorter time.  We at Teurlings Catholic have embraced the legal term, “in loco parentis,” in place 
of the parents. 
 
Students at school are akin to family members dwelling at home.  They are characterized by certain virtues and traits.  One must have 
self-discipline to make the right choices, not what peer pressure dictates, but what one knows in his heart of hearts is right.  One must 
have compassion for others who make mistakes; only Christ was without sin.  One must possess the trait of responsibility to one’s 
self and family, always accountable for his actions.

One must possess a work ethic that will get the job done even when no one is watching.  One must have courage to go against the 
odds in search of discovery.  One must possess perseverance, to trudge forward, at all times in spite of the obstacles.  One must 
possess honesty to be truthful, sincere, and genuine at all times.  One must possess loyalty to all members of the family, as well as 
the home.  And most importantly, one must possess faith to follow the road less traveled. 
 
Our students are challenged by one or more of these ten virtues every year, month, day, hour, minute, or second of their lives either 
at home or at school.  At Teurlings Catholic we literally take the place of parents for eight to twelve hours a day.  While I can list all 
of the fantastic accomplishments that our students have attained this year, that would pale in comparison to the life skills and 
character traits they have experienced. 
 
As we enter into the final month of the school term, many opportunities remain for our students to be challenged and recognized.  
Here are a few: Senior Mass and Crawfish Boil May 3; Senior Exams May 7-10; Junior Commissioning Mass May 18, in the Rebel 
Dome; Honors Convocation May 20, in the Rebel Dome; Baccalaureate Mass and Graduation at the Heymann Center on May 21; 
and the underclassmen examination schedule May 21-24.  
 
For over half of a century, Teurlings Catholic has accepted, with open arms, 
the challenge to offer Catholic Christian education to thousands of families.  In 
turn, your family becomes a part of the Teurlings Catholic family.  We will 
miss our graduating students just like you will miss them when they go off on 
their own.  We will hold our heads high and proud that we have been able to 
participate in preparing your child for life.  Without family, we are not a 
school.

As Disciplinarian, I would like to let you know that any teasing/bullying 
which is reported and/or discovered becomes a priority issue.  Any 
instance of bullying/teasing should be reported to Coach Milton Rohm, 
ext. 114 or mrohm@tchs.net,  or me, ext. 102 or bbaudier@tchs.net as 
soon as possible.  Ignoring the problem will only resort in a continued 
feeling of low self esteem and self worth for the victim.  Please talk to and 

encourage your student to use our private and confidential Teurlings 
Catholic Hotline (235-5711, ext. 255) to report any instance(s) of 
teasing and/or bullying.  
 
No student at TCHS should fear coming to school due  to 
harassment – absolutely none!! 
 
Our student body has been addressed and will continue to be kept 
informed of the negative consequences this action brings to individuals.  
We have students who are stepping in to address their peers when a 
bullying/teasing situation is witnessed.  “Why are you doing that?”, “This 
is not what we are all about at Teurlings!”  These are quotes from seniors 
themselves as they have dealt with situations earlier in the school year. 
 
At home students feel safe, the same feeling which MUST be felt by all 
when they are at Teurlings Catholic.  Please report bullying !! 
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Exams 
 
The seniors are not quite finished as the all –important 
final exams loom May 7-10. For many of our seniors that 
exam will mean the difference between TOPS and no 
TOPS, a higher TOPS award, or in a few cases graduation 
or no graduation. The same holds true for underclassmen 
and their exams the week of May 21. Please encourage 
your students to continue working until the end, as there is 
so much riding on a good academic end to the school 
year. 
 
 
Summer School 
 
For those students who do require summer school, 
information will be provided with the final report card at the 
end of May. It is a requirement of Teurlings Catholic that a 
student who fails a required subject (i.e. English, Math, 
Science, Social Studies, or Religion) must attend summer 
school and remediate the failing grade. 
 
 
Summer reading 
 
We will be providing information on summer reading to 
students later this month, but here is a brief listing of the 
books required. Honors and Dual Enrollment students 
must read the honors/DE selection as well as one of the 
regular class books listed. All testing will be held in the 
library from 10 AM to noon on Wednesday, June 13, 
Wednesday, July 18, and Wednesday, August 1 on a first 
come, first served basis. Students will be allowed to test 
on one book in English classes the first week of school but 
students in honors/dual enrollment classes who must read 
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more than one book and students who would like to read a 
second book for extra credit must test for that second (or 
third) book during the summer.

requirements to be met by each student in order to graduate and the dates and times for senior and graduation events. 
 

Graduation Requirements 
¨ All debts to Teurlings Catholic High School, including tuition and fees-for lost textbooks, library fines, and balances with the 

cafeteria, must be cleared before a senior will be allowed to take his/her exams, which begin on May 7, 2012. 
¨ In order to receive a Teurlings Catholic High School diploma, a student must pass a total of 26 units including all state-required 

courses. A student who fails to qualify under this standard may participate in graduation exercises if, and only if, he/she passed a 
total of 23 units, including all state-required courses and Theology IV. Such students will not receive a TCH diploma, but a 
diocesan diploma. 

¨ Any senior student who receives a grade of “Incomplete” in Theology IV or fails Theology IV for the year shall not be granted a 
TCH diploma and shall not participate in graduation ceremonies.  

¨ Please refer to the TCH Student-Parent Handbook for clarification of the aforementioned requirements and policies. 
¨ Any student who is determined by the sponsors, faculty, or administration to be under the influence of alcohol or any otherwise 

inappropriate substance during any school-sponsored event will not be allowed to graduate on stage or to participate in any other 
graduation event. Such students will also be subject to disciplinary action. 

 
Dates and Times of Events 

¨ The Senior Liturgy will be celebrated on Thursday, May 3, 2012 at 8:20 a.m. in the school gymnasium. Family and friends are 
invited to join the seniors for this celebration. Seniors are to wear Sunday dress attire.  The Senior Crawfish Boil will follow.  
Students may change into appropriate attire. 

¨ Senior Exams are scheduled for May 7 – May 10, 2012. The schedule for exams will be announced for a later date.  
¨ Senior Awards will be held at the Honor’s Ceremony, Sunday, May 20, 2012 in the TCH gymnasium. Attendance at this 

function is by invitation. Dress Code: White Stoles will be distributed in the gym lobby prior to the ceremony to all seniors 
receiving awards. (No Graduation Cap). Girls – Graduation gown, white stole, black sheer stockings, black closed-toe shoes (no 
slides, must have a back). Boys – Graduation gown, white stole, dark slacks and dark socks (blue, brown, charcoal, or black), dark 
dress shoes, a white shirt and an appropriate tie. 

¨ Graduation and Baccalaureate Mass Practice will be held at 9:00 a.m. on Monday, May 21, 2012, at the Heymann Performing 
Arts Center. Attendance is mandatory for all graduates. Students should be aware that practice will last until rehearsals meet 
expectations for the final ceremony and, therefore, should not plan any other activities before 12:00 noon. White Stoles, Report 
cards, and picture forms will be distributed at this time.  

¨ Baccalaureate Mass will be held at 5:30 p.m. on Monday, May 21, 2012, at the Frem Boustany Convention Center, which is adjacent to 
the Heymann Center. Graduating seniors are to report at 4:45 p.m. on that day. Attendance at this Mass is mandatory for all graduates. In 
order to graduate on stage, the student must attend the Baccalaureate Mass. Dress Code: Girls – Graduation cap and gown, white stole, 
black sheer stockings, black closed-toe shoes (no slides, must have a back). Boys –Graduation cap and gown, white stole, dark slacks 
and dark socks (blue, brown, charcoal, or black), dark dress shoes, a white shirt and an appropriate tie.  

¨ The 2012 Graduation Ceremony will be held at the Heymann Performing Arts Center immediately following the Baccalaureate 
Mass. Dress Code: Same as Baccalaureate Mass. Girls will be given a class flower to hold and boys will wear a boutonniere. 
Beta Club, National Honor Society and Honor Graduates will receive additional accessories during the Convocation. These 
accessories should be worn Graduation night. No other decorations or flowers are allowed at the ceremony. 

¨ Graduation Seating: Based on a decision of the board of Pastors and the Administration of Teurlings Catholic, graduation is a 
ticketed event. Each graduating student will receive ten (10) reserved seats. Seating will be drawn by lottery at a scheduled school 
event. 

¨ There is limited wheelchair space. Please contact the Heymann Performing Arts Center to make arrangements prior to the 
ceremony.
