To most people, early spring brings to mind great weather, mild
temperatures, longer days and softball, baseball, track, tennis, golf
and other outdoor sports. To me, spring is testing season.

If you are the parent of an 11" grader, your student should be
scheduled to take the April ACT. If your student is a 10" grader, you
may also want to consider the ACT in April, especially if he or she is
in honors or is taking Algebra Il. If your student is a graduating
senior, the April ACT is the last test that can qualify your student for
a TOPS award without a delay in the first payment. If your student is
a 9" grader, he or she will be taking the PLAN test again in April.
Finally, if you have a younger student in one of our feeder schools
the Stanford testing looms large in the spring. To those of us who
monitor student academic progress, spring is definitely testing
season.

So, with that in mind, let’s focus on standardized testing this month!
To be specific, just what does the ACT (or the PLAN, Explore, or
Stanford) measure and how can you prepare your student for the
testing?

According to ACT, while the test does measure knowledge, it is more
a measure of college readiness. ACT says the test is a “curriculum
and standards-based educational and career planning tool that
assesses students’ academic readiness for college” (www.act.org).
The ACT is being revised to correlate with the new Common Core
Standards, the national academic standards for K-12 adopted by 47
states, including Louisiana. If you are interested in seeing those
standards, you can see the Louisiana curriculum based on the
Common Core Standards on the Louisiana Department of Education
website, at http://www.louisianabelieves.com/academics/common-
core-state-standards.

OK, now that you know what the test is and what ACT itself says the
test measures, then what does the test look like? The chart below is
from ACT and describes the English, Math, Science, Reading, and
Science tests, as well as the optional Writing test.

Preparing for the test: What can you, the parent do to help?

1. Be realistic. Expect your student to do his or her best, but base
your expectations on what your student has done academically

up to that point. Sure, there are underachievers out there whose
grades don't do justice to the 27 or 28 score that pops up on the
ACT. Understand that in general the grades the student has
earned in core courses does bear some relationship to the ACT
score. That solid 2.5 to 3.0 GPA student will probably score in
the 20-23 range.

You know your own child, so remember that the overachiever
who has a 4.0 may not be a good test taker. The ACT focuses
not only on knowledge, but on test taking speed. Students
taking the test simply don’t have an unlimited amount of time to
spend pondering any question. It's a case of answer the
question and move on to the next one quickly to finish within the
time limit.

Do the math — only 1/4 of the test relies on math skills. The rest
of the test, whether it is English, reading, or science, is reading-
based. You have to be able to read the question, understand
what it is asking, and read and understand the answer choices.
Sure, you need to know grammar to get through the English
section, but you can answer every question on the reading test
without knowing anything about the subject. The reading section
assesses the student’s ability to read a passage, find the main
points, draw conclusions, assess the author’s point of view, and
interpret what the author is saying. The same is true for the
science section: can the student interpret a science passage,
read charts and graphs, use the information presented to draw a
conclusion. | can’t say this enough: THE MORE YOUR
STUDENT READS, THE BETTER HE OR SHE WILL DO ON
THE ACT. Encourage him or her to read, read, read.

Look at the first ACT as a practice run. Don’t expect a miracle
the first time out and let your student know that. Yes, students
have taken many standardized tests by the time they take that
first ACT, but there is still something different and frightening
about the ACT that isn't there on the Stanford, the Explore, or
the PLAN. The Stanford, Explore, and PLAN are not the
student’s ticket to TOPS and college, the ACT is. So, even
experienced test takers often go into the ACT facing a fair
amount of trepidation. Acknowledge that fear with the first ACT
testing.

Not only is reading important to ACT success, but so are
rigorous high school courses. Encourage your student to take
challenging courses, especially when it comes to electives. If the
student qualifies for honors, encourage him or her to take the
harder courses (and here is the hard part for parents to accept)
even if the end result of the harder course work will be a B or,
shudder, a C. Remember, to TOPS, a 3.5 is the same as a 4.0
and it is really the 27 ACT score that gets the student the higher
monetary award. | hate mediocrity but | would much rather a
student pushed for a B in a really hard course than settled for an
A in an easier course because | know that harder course will
translate to a higher ACT score.

Finally, consider an ACT prep course or a reading course if your
student struggles on standardized testing. We have a short
course here that can help and there are more intense ACT prep
courses offered by UL and at private tutoring services.
Remember, however, that just attending the course does not
guarantee success. The student has to follow through with the
suggested work for real success. One of the best ACT prep
programs is run by ACT and it is totally online. You can find the

course at www.act.org.
