
The first round of elections is over and the people have spoken.  It was politics as usual; negative ads, personal endorsements, 
incumbents won, incumbents lost, and runoffs are scheduled in the future.  What was very clear was the opposition to new taxes.  With 
the unpredictability of the national economy, personal finances are on everyone’s mind. 
 
The Administration and Advisory Council is charged with the task of setting tuition and fees for the upcoming school year.  Once 
prepared in November, the proposed budget requires the approval of the Chancellor and Board of Pastors.  Administrators across the 
country struggle with this question: How do we provide quality Catholic education without depleting the limited financial resources of 
our families?   
 
Tuition increases annually because expenses increase annually. Teacher and staff salaries and benefits during the 2010-11 school year 
accounted for 76.7% of the total budget. Diocesan officials have told schools to prepare for a 10% increase in health care costs.  We 
anticipate cost increases in fuel, electricity, textbooks, and paper. 
 
The Administration and Advisory Council have accepted the charge to be stewards for the school.  We will try to keep tuition as 
moderate as possible to meet the resources of our families, but tuition will increase every year to meet the financial needs of the school. 
 
As we enter the season of Thanksgiving and Advent many opportunities are available for our TCH family to become engaged in our 
community. Join us on November 1, at 10:00 a.m. as TCH gathers with the St. Genevieve Church community for Mass at Calvary 
Cemetery to celebrate All Saints Day. On November 4, we will have our annual Homecoming Mass in the Rebel Dome at 9:05 a.m.  On 
November 11, we will celebrate Veteran’s Day with Mass beginning at 8:36 a.m. On November 28, we begin the TCH “Topple the 
Trailer” food drive to help fill the pantries at area shelters.  On Thanksgiving Day, the sophomore class will sponsor the annual “TCH 
Feeds the Hungry” event. Our cafeteria will open for students, faculty, and parent volunteers to cook and deliver a traditional turkey and 
dressing meal with all the fixings to the hungry in our area.  Last year 450 meals were delivered to the needy in Lafayette and St. Martin 
parishes. 
 
On November 10, TCH will welcome several hundred eighth graders from feeder 
and other schools for TCH Day.  That evening, potential students and parents are 
invited to attend Open House on the campus beginning at 6:00 p.m.; the final tour 
group begins at 7:30 p.m.  
 
The Student Council Executive Committee has accepted the challenge in 
planning events for Homecoming week.  Our students will participate in daily 
activities, our Homecoming liturgy will have the participation of alumni spanning 
six decades, the pep rally should be spirited, and the game will be exciting.  I 
hope that you will witness the enthusiasm and energy a homecoming brings to a 
school community.  Whether you recently graduated or are a seasoned alumnus, 
you are a Rebel.  Once a Rebel, always a Rebel!

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�� tudents take midterm exams in all 
academic subjects. (Note: The 

exceptions are Athletic PE and Theatre/
Advanced Theatre. Dual Enrollment 
French III, Dual Enrollment American 
History, Dual Enrollment World History, 
and Dual Enrollment English III/IV have 
different requirements, based on the 
particular university issuing the credit. 
Teachers in those classes will discuss 
exams with students. Those particular 
exams may be given at different times 
to accommodate university deadlines 
and are final exams in some courses.)  
Please take note of the mid-term exam 
schedule located on this page. 
 
Midterm exams are comprehensive 
(covering all material taught during the 
semester) and are worth 1/5 of the 
semester grade. To figure the semester 
grade, multiply the first and second 
quarter grades by 2, add the exam 
grade and divide by 5. To figure the 
year grade, the two semester grades 
are added and divided by two.  Here is 
an example: 
 

1st quarter – 84/C 
2nd quarter – 72/D 

Midterm exam – 95/A 
 

84+84+72+72+95 = 407 
407/5 = 81.4/C 

 
Therefore, it’s apparent an exam grade 
can bring up or significantly lower a 
semester grade.  
 
Here are some tried and true study tips 
to pass along to your student when 
preparing for exams: 
 
1. I stress this point every year – the 

average student cannot wait until 
the night before an exam to study 
and expect to do well. Start 
preparing now, or at least during 
the Thanksgiving break. No, 
students don’t have to start 
studying that early but organization 
should be done now to make 
studying later easier. Go through 
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notebooks and make sure all notes 
are complete; find all the 
worksheets issued by the teacher 
and put them with the appropriate 
notes; if there are copies of 
PowerPoint presentations and 
online notes, get those together 
too, along with any quizzes and 
tests the teacher returned. 

2. Start making flashcards of 
vocabulary terms, people and 
dates. Go over a few each night as 
an ongoing review. 

3. If the teacher provides a study 
guide, answer it early and use it to 
create additional flashcards or a 
PowerPoint that scrolls the 
information for quick review 
sessions. 

4. If the teacher sends home tests or 
provides them in class, make sure 
that every incorrectly answered 
question has been copied and the 
correct answer found. 

5. Go over the chapter summary and 
section and chapter questions in 
the textbook; generally, those are 
included somewhere on the test. 

6. Go to the textbook website 
(information on how to access the 
website is located in the front part 
of the book) and complete the 
online quizzes and reviews. Not 
only do the websites score the 
quizzes, but the correct answers 
are provided, along with an 
explanation.  This is especially 
useful if the student missed a 
lecture or review session in class. 

7. Finally – and most importantly – 
teachers tell students many things 
about their exam, so tell your 
student to write down (not just to 
rely on memory) anything the 
teacher says regarding the exam. If 
he says “this will be on the exam,” it 
should be written down; if she says 
“the exam will cover chapters 1-6”, 
it should be written down – you get 
the idea. 

 
Exams are not designed to be fun or 
even pleasant experiences, from the

A reminder to all seniors that scholarship 
deadlines for some universities are in November.  
LSU’s scholarship deadline is Nov. 15th. 
 
The deadline to register for the December ACT 
test is Nov. 4th. We do not offer the test at TCH, 
but several surrounding schools offer their 
schools as ACT test sites. Register online for 
more information at www.actstudent.org. 
 
The Practice ACT (PLAN) and Practice SAT 
(PSAT) scores will be sent home with students 
sometime in January. 
 
All juniors are encouraged to take the ACT test 
at least twice during their junior year. 
 
We will offer another ACT Prep course prior to 
the December test; watch for details soon. 
 
All seniors are encouraged to check the 
scholarship announcement board daily. The 
announcements are posted in room 37. 
 
Seniors should check the Monthly Tips section 
in the back of the senior booklet for reminders. 
 
Attention all students: The Board of Regents has 
mandated changes to the College Admission 
Criteria. As we discussed, students wanting to 
enter a 4-year college must complete the 
Louisiana Core 4 Curriculum. In addition, 
students must have a certain grade point average 
and ACT score to be admitted. The colleges are 
using 19 units taken from the LA Core 4 
Curriculum to calculate a student’s GPA. I have 
created an excel worksheet that can keep track of 
each student’s Core 4 GPA. Please visit our 
website at www.tchs.net and click on the 
Academics link then the Honors and Grades 
link. You will see Louisiana Core 4 GPA 
Calculator. Save this calculator to your desktop. 
Students can input their final letter grade from 
the courses they have taken, then they can 
predict what they might make in their current 
classes. The calculator will keep a running 
average in the bottom right of the screen. Visit 
Renweb under Student Information and you will 
see your transcript listed in the Grades section 
which has all the courses you have completed at 
TCH.
