We function off our annual income, and our annnabme does not always coincide with our expenfigs.for this reason that it is so
incredibly important that all parents pay tuitiona timely manner. All of our financial policiereageared towards insuring that tuition
is paid on time, so that the school can meet itsthip financial obligations. Teurlings Catholic doeot have any significant cash
reserves or a significant endowment.

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cademics, athletics, extracurricular

activities, church activities,

dancing, club and travel sports
teams, cars, part-time jobs, social media
sites, gaming, and socializing — if you are
the parent of a typical teenager, you know
the juggling act your teen (as well as the
rest of the family) does trying to keep up
with everything. You are not alone. Just
look around at the activities you attend
with your teen and see how many of his/
her classmates and their families seem to
be in the same situation. We have
become a society of super active adults,
teens, and children.

Is that a bad thing? Not necessarily,
according to researchers. According to
the National Association of Secondary
School Principals (Principal Leadership
Magazine, www.nassp.org), participating
in extracurricular activities helps students
avoid common teen problems of dropping
out, abusing drugs or alcohol, teen
pregnancy, and juvenile delinquency.
Why? There appears to be three simple,
most probably unsurprising factors:

5 Time displacement: students involved
in extracurricular activities don’t have
time to get into trouble.

5 Commitment building: involvement in
school activities strengthens the
student’s commitment to the school
and team and teaches the student to
follow rules and promotes leadership
skills.

5 Group pressure: students feel a
sense of belonging and experience
positive peer pressure. Students who
participate in school activities do
better in school, grow in self-esteem,
self-confidence, social cooperation,
and leadership skills.

Research conducted by the National
Federation of State High School
Associations (the national governing body
for high school athletics), shows that
students who patrticipate in school activity
programs (not just athletics, but all
activities) tend to have higher grade point
averages, better attendance records,
lower dropout rates, and fewer discipline
problems.

| could pull up a dozen other studies,

conducted by graduate researchers at
major universities, which indicate the
same thing. We all agree in principle that
students who get involved benefit from
that involvement.

So, how much is too much when it comes
to student activities? The easy answer for
me, as the academic assistant principal,
would be to say “when grades are lower
than the parent wants,” but actually, |
don’t think it is the number of activities
that hurts student academic performance.
Rather, | think students, and often their
parents, need help setting priorities,
looking at realistic expectations, and
working with time management.

Priorities: every family has values that set
family priorities. Family and faith -- for
most of you, those are the top priorities
and you balance activities around them.
It's the other priorities that sometimes
conflict. Is it important to you that your
teen maintain straight A’s? Be a star
athlete? Be popular? Does your goal
conflict with what your teen sees as his or
her priority?

Realistic expectations: once you have
determined what the priorities are, it is
time to look at realistic expectations. Not
every student is going to get straight A’s,
but all can work to their own potential. Not
every athlete can be a starter and all-
district selection, but all contribute to the
team effort and team success. There can
only be one club president, but the club
won't be successful without the members
who participate in the activities. So what if
your teen is not the 4.0, all-district in three
sports, and president of three clubs?
What matters most is your teen is doing
what gives him/her a sense of fulfillment
and self-worth.

Time management: Yes, commitment to
academic success as well as a team,
sport, or organization requires time and,
more importantly, time management. If
your teen spends their hours from 3 to 6
or later every weekday with an athletic
team or involved in school activities, then
it is obvious that time for family activities
and study will have to be carved out of the
weekend. Sunday afternoon and evening
are underutilized by most students. Just
spending 2-3 hours on Sunday afternoon

or evening preparing for the upcoming
school week (studying for tests, writing
papers or completing projects due later in
the week, organizing notes, reading the
textbook, etc.) can make a big difference.
We're back to priorities. If your priority is
good grades with athletic and
extracurricular participation, then Sunday
afternoons or evenings have to be set
aside for study.

Finally, just some good old fashioned
advice from someone who has been
there:

5 Once your teen makes a commitment
to a team, club, or organization, make
sure it is honored through that
season or school year. He or she will
be more likely to stick with the hard
things later in life having learned
about commitment in high school and
won't bale when things get tough in
the future.

5 Let your teen participate in activities
that he or she likes and enjoys. If
your son or daughter HATES the
sport you loved as a teen, don't force
it, especially if there is another
activity that he or she does love.

5 Ifthe part-time job or the travel/club
athletic activities are too much, re-
evaluate priorities.

5 Be realistic. If your student likes the
sport or activity and enjoys playing or
participating, but still does not get the
club office or the starting job, learn to
live with it. Your teen obviously has
learned to do so!
