
�� asoline prices are going down according to the experts.  Insurance prices are going up according to the politicians. Lending 
rates are rising, interest rates are not.  With the unpredictability of the national economy, personal finances are on everyone’s 
mind. 

 
The Administration and Advisory Council is charged with the task of setting tuition and fees for the upcoming school year.  Once 
prepared in November, the proposed budget requires the approval of the Chancellor and Board of Pastors.  Administrators across the 
country struggle with this question: How do we provide quality Catholic education without depleting the limited financial resources of 
our families?   
 
Tuition increases annually because expenses increase annually. Teacher and staff salaries and benefits during the 2013-14 school year 
account for 77% of the total budget. Diocesan officials annually instruct schools to prepare for a 10% increase in health care costs.  
We also anticipate cost increases in electricity, textbooks, insurance, and paper. 
 
We function off our annual income, and our annual income does not always coincide with our expenses.  It is for this reason that it is 
so incredibly important that all parents pay tuition in a timely manner.  All of our financial policies are geared towards insuring that 
tuition is paid on time, so that the school can meet its monthly financial obligations. Teurlings Catholic does not have any significant 
cash reserves or a significant endowment.  
 
As we enter the season of Thanksgiving and Advent there are many opportunities for our TCH family to become engaged in our 
community. On November 1, at 10:00 a.m. TCH gathered for Mass to celebrate All Saints Day. On November 14, we recognized and 
honored our veteran’s with Mass. On Thanksgiving Day, the sophomore class will sponsor the annual “TCH Feeds the Hungry” event. 
Our cafeteria will open for students, faculty, and parent volunteers to cook and deliver a traditional turkey and dressing meal with all 
the fixings to the hungry in our area.  Last year 450 meals were delivered to the needy in Lafayette and St. Martin parishes. During the 
first week of December, the TCH Key Club will sponsor its annual “Topple the Trailer,” where we collect cans of food and dry good 
for the area Food Net. 
 
On November 7, TCH welcomed several hundred eighth graders from feeder 
and other schools for 8th Grade Day.  That evening, potential students and 
parents attended Open House on the campus for tours.  This event will help 
them make an informed decision. 
 
The educational implications for your child are obvious. If Teurlings Catholic is 
to remain the excellent school that it has always been, it must be a forward 
looking and energetic institution. The Administration and Advisory Council 
have accepted the charge to develop a plan that will ensure the continued 
success of our school.  We will try to keep tuition as moderate as possible to 
meet the resources of our families, but tuition will increase every year to meet 
the financial needs of the school.

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We Trust - We Trust - We Trust 
 If you ask your son/daughter if they feel “safe” on the 
Teurlings campus during the school day, I think that you would find 
that, to a person, students feel “safe” - safe from physical harm.  Also, 
if/when teasing crosses the line there are faculty members to whom 
students can go to have the situation addressed quickly. 
 What about when money and personal items are stolen from 
booksacks, gym lockers, or school lockers?  That scenario 
unfortunately, does occur on the TCH campus.  Recently, a number of 
students (boys) had considerable amounts of cash ($80, $60, $40) 
along with watches stolen from their wallets and pants pockets in the 
PE locker rooms.   The downside is that theft of this kind is almost 
impossible to solve.  The PE instructors are locking PE doors and 
reminding boys that there are a number of empty lockers which 
students can put valuables in and lock the locker with their own lock. 
 Trust we do, often, at TCH.  But, we obviously have those who 
steal from others which causes “trust” to be diminished.  Please speak 
with your son/daughter about theft issues and remind them to place 
their valuables in a safe place during the school day.  Also, if they 
have any information on the stolen items to please see Mr. Baudier. 
 
Texting, Sexting, Cyber-Bullying, Instagram, Pinter est, Tumblr, 
Snapchat, Facebook, Twitter – and there’s more?  “W hat, I 
deleted it already-they won’t even see it” 
 Yes, parents, many of your sons/daughters are knee deep into 
all of these social media experiences.  And, while you say “My child 
doesn’t have one of those accounts so we are O.K.”..…every kid has 
access to these sites/areas through their friends’ involvement. 
 In an attempt to dispel many of the myths and mistruths 
concerning these social media areas, our School Resource Officer, 
Marty DeRoussel, is meeting with every TCH student through the 
various Theology classes over the next few weeks.  His PowerPoint 
question and answer period covers the above areas to properly inform 
students of the legalities of social media interaction.  Also, contrary to 
the kids’ belief; “Delete” only means you can’t see it now!  Officer 
Marty explains to students that IP addresses can be traced back to 
the specific computer/address.  Also, phone “deleted” CAN be 
retrieved if the need dictates. 
 Sending inappropriate pictures:  How a student sets his/her 
self up for possible pornography/distribution of pornography charges.  
Making threats to a person on Instagram, Twitter, etc.:  What 
constitutes a crime? 
 All this and much more is being covered and discussed with 
your sons/daughters.  Please ask them what they learned that they 
didn’t know prior to the presentation. 
 We sincerely hope that the students listen and process the 
information so in the future they will be able to make informed, sound 
decisions when using the plethora of social media sites available to 
them. 

Drop Off-Pick UP 
 
The initial long, slow, pick up/drop off 
lines have given way to a more 
streamlined process, thanks to parent 
patience and a few procedural changes. 
 
Thanks to everyone for your help, 
patience, and understanding.  Both 
morning and afternoon appear to be 
going smoother and a bit quicker.  
Having the School Resource Office help 
with outgoing traffic is also a major plus.  
Thanks again to all! 
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We recently received the PLAN 
scores for our 9th-10th grade 
students and we are extremely 
pleased with the results our 
students achieved. Please keep in 
mind that the test is a national test 
for 10th graders, but we administer 
the test to our 9th graders also so 
that we can monitor standards 
within our curriculum and chart 
student achievement growth. 
 
The test was administered to all 
our current freshmen and most 
sophomores (10th graders enrolled 
in all four honors courses took the 
PSAT, a qualifier for the National 
Merit Award, with our 11th 
graders). Our 10th graders taking 
the PLAN scored above the 
national norms in every section of 
the test, while our 9th graders 
scores above the national 10th 
grade average in every area 
except math. The scores in the 
chart below show the national 10th 
grade norms in green, our TCHS 
10th graders in red, and our TCHS 
9th graders in blue. 
 

What do the scores mean? If your 
student scores an 18 on the PLAN 
as a 10th grader, you can estimate 
that, if the student takes the 
college preparatory courses we 
recommend at TCHS, earning at 
least a C to indicate mastery, the 
student has a predictor of earning 
a 20-22 on the ACT, which would 
currently put the student at the 
lowest level needed for TOPS. 
Your ninth grader’s score 
predictor on the ACT could be 
higher, as the PLAN tests 
students at a 10th grade level. 
 
Ninth graders will take the test 
again in April and we will use the 
October test results (which are a 
reflection of the knowledge 
students brought to TCHS from 
their elementary schools to 
compare with the April results so 
we can monitor growth throughout 
the year. 
 
In addition to predicting success 
on the ACT necessary for college 
entrance and TOPS qualification, 
PLAN Test results are used to 

qualify students for our honors 
and dual enrollment programs. To 
qualify for dual enrollment classes 
through UL and LA Tech offered 
on our campus, students must 
have at least a 20 composite and 
a 22 in the appropriate subject. 
 
This will be the last year that we 
use the PLAN Test on our 
campus. ACT is replacing the 
PLAN and EXPLORE (which 
many 8th graders take) with the 
new ASPIRE Test beginning this 
summer. More information on the 
new test will be provided in future 
columns.
