It's been two weeks since we issued progress
reports. For those of you who were not pleased with
the First Quarter Progress Report grades, do you see
improvement today when you check RenWeb?

Before | get into the nuts and bolts of my regular
October column (how to improve grades), let me first
remind you that progress reports are simply that — a
report on your student’s progress at that date and
time. Progress reports were issued on September 13
and by September 14 the grades were probably
different as teachers continued to issue and record
grades. Even today, two weeks later and with two
weeks remaining until the First Quarter Report Cards
are issued, there is time for positive change in the
grades. Of course, for a few of you on the other side
of the coin with good progress report grades, your
student can also not slack off. Two weeks in general
can mean a major test, a quiz, homework grades, and
additional classwork grades. See what | mean about
time to improve?

OK, so what do you do if the grades were not good or
if you want to make sure your student does not start
to falter? Here are my tips:

Check RenWeb regularly. If you do, then you
have most of the information necessary to
diagnose the problem with your student’s grades.
| also believe that students should have access to
RenWeb as well, not only to check assignments,
but to see the grades. You can't fix the problem if
you don’t know there is one!

Homework! When you check the RenWeb
gradebook are there zeros under homework? Are
there partial grades under homework? Obviously
a zero indicates the student did not do the
assignment, but the partial grades also indicate
that a student did not complete the assignment.
Either way, those are easy points your student is
not getting — and should be. There is no excuse
for not completing homework. Homework points in
most classes, especially at the 9-10™ grade level,
can mean a letter grade difference by the end of
the quarter, either to a student’s benefit or
downfall. Completing all homework assignments

WILL help balance out that one poor test grade.
There are several things you, the parent, can do
to help with homework completion. First, make
sure you see your student completing
assignments at home. Our teachers are assigning
written homework and those assignments are
listed on the teacher's RenWeb page. They are
not assigning excessive amounts and the work is
generally meant to reinforce what students are
doing in class. Your student should also be seen
frequently studying for tests, which is not the
same as written homework. Remember those
long elementary days when you checked the
homework to see if your student completed it? If
you student is struggling, regardless of what
grade or class he or she is in, you may want to go
back to checking homework, at least until the
grades improve.

How is your student studying? Is there a
designated study area and a designated study
time? Do you monitor studying? Is the television
or I-Pod blaring during study time? Is your child
interrupted constantly by text messages,
Facebook, or anything else distracting? Does your
child use flashcards or another proven study
method?

Students often tell me they do not study for math
tests and | shudder. Yes, study is required for
math tests. How do you study for a math test in
comparison to tests in other classes? You work
problems, lots of problems, over and over until
you are sure you know what you are doing. There
are problems in the back of every textbook we
use — problems that come with answers — and
there are more problems online at the publisher’s
website, correlated to the textbook.

If books never come home (or if they come

home and sit in the backpack and are never
opened) your student is NOT studying. No
books, no study, bad grades.

Finally, does your student take the weekends off?
At some point over the weekend (Sunday
afternoon or evening is a great time) students
should go over the material from the previous
week, complete their assignments for Monday,
and prepare for the next week'’s work.
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We are very proud of our faculty and staff. Many have
achieved status above and beyond the call of duty; all
are terrific with the students. This column is designed
to feature accomplishments of those faces on campus.
