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Bits and Pieces……………  
 
Dropping off students in the morning:  
This seems to be going well.  When 7-8 cars pull up, drop off, and exit and 7-8 
more vehicles cycle through the line it moves smoothly.  Please remember:  
Students are not allowed to be dropped off in the back baseball lot area nor in the 
front of the main office area.  Also, please do not “cut” through the front student 
parking area to avoid the drop off line. 
 
Picking students up in the afternoon:  
I am aware that this aspect goes slow.  The line can only move as fast as the kids 
can get into the vehicles.  The initial 5-10 minutes is very, very slow because the 
kids go to their lockers to exchange books, get lunch boxes, etc.  Then, the 
inevitable time to catch up on the “day’s scoop” from their “BFF” occurs.  Once the 
line begins to move, it generally is steady but slow.  Since most kids have cell 
phones, a parent calling them and reminding them to “get moving” may help.  
Again, picking up in the back lot, front lot, and in front of the main office area is 
not permitted.  Also, using name cards helps the line move quicker. 
 
When in Doubt – Don’t:  
Should a question arise as to what can/can’t be worn, don’t wear it.  Simply bring 
the article of clothing to Mr. Baudier and a determination can then be made. 
 
Short/Skirt Lengths:  
Both are 3” measured from the top of the kneecap while standing. 
 
Shoes/Socks:  
If your student chooses to wear a boat shoe, it must be brown or a shade of 
brown with laces.  Students have the option to wear white, black or navy socks. 
 
I.D.’s/Lanyards:  
We still have students forgetting their I.D.’s.  Unfortunately, the result is the 
student must pay the $1.00 fee each day to get a peel-n-stick label for the day.  If 
a student has lost their I.D. the easiest and cheapest thing to do is to have 
another one made in the front office for the regular $5.00 fee. 
 
Here are a few reminders to help make everyone's sc hool year positive:  
¨ Remind your child to lock his/her locker at all times. 
¨ Cell phones are only allowed in lockers or cars. Students are not allowed to 

carry them in purses, book bags, or with them—NO EXCEPTIONS! 
¨̈¨¨ Please pick up your child by 3:00 PM. We have no duty teachers after this time, 

and students are not allowed to roam the campus. 
¨ If a student checks out, he/she cannot check back in without a doctor's note. 
¨̈¨¨ If your child is getting teased, harassed or bullied, please call Bruce Baudier at 

ext. 102, Milton Rohm at ext. 114, or leave at message on the private and 
confidential bullying hotline at ext. 255. 

¨̈¨¨ If your child is absent, please call (ext. 0) or fax (234-8057) the front office 
before 8:30 PM. 

¨̈¨¨ If your child will be arriving to school after 7:50 AM, you must still call (235-5711 
ext. 0) or fax (234-8057) the front office. 

¨ All students should be appropriately dressed every day, wearing ID and school-
issued lanyard. 

¨ Girls—follow skirt/short length rules; one earring per ear only. 
¨ Boys—be clean shaven daily.  Please remind even the youngest to shave, if     
       needed, when whiskers are seen.  Shaving is a periodic necessity.

Underclassmen Final Examinations 
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The Class of 2011 also scored above 
the national average in English, 
science, and on the overall 
composite. The reading score is one-
tenth of a point behind the national 
score and the math score, while well 
above the state score, is below the 
national average. We are working on 
solutions that will help our students 
exceed those national scores in the 
future. I am going through data 
supplied by ACT that will help us 
pinpoint weaknesses that we will 
remediate with future classes.  
 
All ACT average scores are based on 
the last test score a student received, 
not necessarily the student’s best 
score. Universities use the student’s 
best score in each area (English, 
Math, Reading, Science, and 
Composite) for entry and placement, 
regardless of when the test was 
taken. If you have any questions 
about ACT scores or testing, please 
contact Guidance Counselor Anna 
Proctor (aproctor@tchs.net) or me 
(mheintz@tchs.net). 
 
What can you do to improve ACT 
Scores? 
When I am asked that question, I 
have a one-word reply: READ! 
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The ACT is primarily a reading test. 
Seventh-five percent of the test 
directly focuses on a student’s 
reading ability in the English, 
Reading, and Science sections. Even 
in the math section, students must be 
able to read and understand word 
problems to do well on the test. 
Novels, Sport Illustrated, the 
newspaper -- it does not matter what 
your child reads – he or she just 
needs to read more. Students who 
read actively as a hobby and who 
understand what they read (and that 
comes from practice) score higher on 
all portions of the test. We can make 
students read here at school, but 
parents also need to encourage 
students to read at home and during 
free time. As the old saying goes, 
“Practice makes perfect” and that is 
certainly true when it comes to 
reading ability. 
 
Please help us by also encouraging 
your student in their math studies. 
When surveyed informally on our 
campus, incoming ninth grade 
students consistently list math as their 
least favorite subject. I could cite all 
types of research that shows the 
same trend across the country and I 
would probably get the same reaction 

from you if I surveyed parents. Math 
is perceived as a subject that often is 
not “exciting” and “too hard” or “not 
relevant to what I am going to do in 
the future” and we need to all work to 
change that perspective. Just as in 
reading, the more practice students 
get in using math, the more 
comfortable they are with math 
testing. Classwork and homework 
math problems are not assigned to 
punish students or as busy work, but 
to provide that practice. 
 
Mrs. Proctor offers students the 
opportunity to complete a short ACT 
Preparation Workshop several times 
during the school year. For more 
information on those workshops, 
please contact her at 
aproctor@tchs.net.

Teurlings Catholic has 
been inspected by school staff every six (6) 
months and reinspected by a Certified 
Management Planner every three years.  
There were not any abatement projects or 
response actions taken in the school year,

Citizens for Educational Choice (CEC) has designed an electronic advocacy 
tool to help parents of nonpublic school students connect with and influence 
their state legislatures.  Parents in our schools should sign up for this tool right 
away.  Please register on the CEC website: www.louisianacec.org. 
 
This new tool is called Voter Voice and is very easy to use.  Once you have 
registered on the CEC website you will receive Legislative Alerts from CEC’s 
lobbyist, Danny Loar, during the legislative session.  The alert will ask you to 
contact your local legislator, which you will do by clicking on an electronic link. 
 
You will only receive four or five of these action alerts per legislative session.  
Legislators want to hear from you.  The entire process will only take you 5 
minutes, and you will be working effectively at limiting the size of your school’s 
tuition increases (by increasing the Required Service funding) and defeating 
bad bills that would hurt our schools and your children.
