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APPLICATION 
 On January 6th, applications will be sent home with 8th grade students 
at our feeder schools.  Please return the completed application and required 
documents by January 29th.  Failure to do so will result in the application being 
returned to you for completion, thereby delaying the admissions process of your 
child.  Siblings of students currently enrolled at TCH must also follow these 
same procedures and comply with the deadlines.  Failure to remit your child’s 
application by the deadline will result in the student being placed with those on 
a waitlist.  Due to the volume of applications, all deadlines will be strictly 
enforced.  Letters of acceptance for registration will be mailed out by mid-
February. 
 Registration  packets for our current 9th, 10th, and 11th grade students 
will be mailed the first week of February.  While re-application is not required 
for current TCH students, the below registration dates do apply. 
 

REGISTRATION 
 Registration will be held on March 3rd, 4th, and 5th.  It is mandatory 
that parents register their students within the specified dates to assure their 
enrollment status and to avoid the late penalty. 
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I probably sound like a broken record 
in my January column each year, but 
I think what I say bears repeating: 
nowhere in life do people get the 
chance to officially start over twice in 
one year – except in school. In 
academia, we get a new start each 
January, but we also get the chance 
to start over again with the first of the 
year, our second semester. If grades 
were not what they should have been 
during the first semester, look at the 
situation optimistically and remember 
there is half a school year left to 
correct the situation. By the same 
token, and this is really addressed to 
seniors  and senior  parents , 
remember there is half a year left to 
ruin something that was good by 
slacking off too early and letting 
things slide. In my 20-plus years in 
education I have seen many students 
turn it around and move from F’s to 
C’s or D’s to B’s. I have also seen 
students blow TOPS awards and 
scholarship opportunities and even 
fail to make it to the graduation stage 
by giving up the second half of the 
senior year. 
 
My advice to parents? Make sure 
your student realizes the entire year 
is important and that he/she 
continues to work until that last day in 
May. 
 
 
Hard to believe, but we are 
approaching scheduling for the 2010-
2011 school year. Students will be 
given scheduling forms in March, but 
it is not too early to begin looking at 
the options for next year. Please keep 
in mind the graduation requirements 
for our students change with the class 
of 2012. Those students, this year’s 
sophomores, will be required to 
complete a fourth year of science to 
earn a high school diploma in 
Louisiana. 
 
For those of you who are interested in 

the Dual Enrollment Program, where 
11th and 12th grade students at 
Teurlings can earn college credit on 
our campus, it is not too early to take 
the ACT. To qualify for the program, 
students must meet the admission 
requirements of the university. 
Currently, to enroll at either La. Tech 
or UL, students must earn a 20 on the 
ACT (PLAN test for 11th graders who 
have not taken the ACT) and take the 
Board of Regents Core Curriculum. 
To take Dual Enrollment English, 
students must have a 20 in English. 
The ACT will be given on our campus 
in February and April. Students can 
register online at www.ACT.org or 
can get registration information from 
Mrs. Proctor in the Guidance Office. 
This year we are offering Dual 
Enrollment courses in English 101, 
102, 201, 202 (depending on grade 
and ACT score), History 101-102 
(seniors in World History), and History 
102 (juniors in American History). We 
plan on offering French 101-102 
through a French III class next year 
and are considering two Health and 
Physical Education offerings in 
Weights and Conditioning and First 
Aid through PE III/IV. All courses, with 
the exception of those in physical 
education, are three-hour credit 
courses. The PE courses are two-
hour credits. All transfer not only to all 
Louisiana universities, but to most 
universities in the country. 

 
Finally, some excellent news we 
received in December. 
· First, our PLAN test scores for 

our sophomores showed them 
scoring well above the national 
average on all aspects of the test 
(see the chart). 

· Second, Teurlings was awarded 
the ACT College Readiness 
Award for steadily increasing 
scores over the last five year 
period. In fact, scores have 

increased not just in the last five 
years, but over the last 10-year 
period. 

We are proud of both achievements 
and attribute the accomplishments to 
the work of our students and faculty 
and the support of our wonderful 
parents. 
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We are very proud of our faculty and staff.  Many have 
achieved status above and beyond the call of duty; all 
are terrific with the students.  This column is designed 
to feature accomplishments of those faces on campus.

Teurlings Catholic High School Presents :  
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On October 22, 2009, the 
TCH renovated chapel was 
named and dedicated to 
Blessed Mother Teresa of 
Calcutta at a 10:00 a.m. 
blessing service offered by the 
Chancellor of the school, 
Reverend Martin Borcherding. 
 
Joining Reverend Borcherding 
in the chapel’s sanctuary were 
pastors of several of our 
owner parishes; Very 
Reverend Thomas James, 
SVD, VE, of Immaculate 
Heart of Mary Church, 
Reverend Bill Melancon of St. 
Peter Church, Reverend Curtis 
Mallet, JCL, of St Genevieve 
Church, and Deacon Robert 
McDonner, Jr. of St. Bernard 
Church who also teaches 
choral music at TCH.  In 
attendance were Dr. Nancy 
Ehret, Assistant 
Superintendent of Catholic 
Schools, Sr. Catherine Martin, 

O. Carmel who was 
commissioned to draw the 
image of Mother Theresa for 
the chapel, members of the 
1984 steering committee who 
helped build the original 
chapel, current school board 
members and benefactors. 
 
Special guest in attendance 
was Rev. Joseph Brennan.   
Through his guidance the 
chapel was built on the school 
campus in 1984.  He had a 
personal friendship with 
Mother Teresa and helped her 
to establish the local chapter 
of the Little Sisters of the 
Poor. When Teurlings 
Catholic became an Inter-
parochial school in the late 
1980’s, Fr. Brennan was 
named as the school’s first 
Chancellor. 
 
During the service, Reverend 
Borcherding sprinkled the 

entrance, altar, walls, and 
lectern with holy water.  Upon 
sprinkling at the image of 
Mother Teresa, he said, “…
Bless this image of Blessed 
Teresa of Calcutta.  She is for 
us a witness to the life of the 
Gospel and love for the poor.  
May her example of love and 
generosity inspire all who 
gaze upon her image to 
simplicity of life and love for 
the poor and the weak.” 
 
TCH Principal Michael Boyer 

briefly addressed the crowd 
saying, “It has been a two-year 
project of love and dedication 
that we stand here now.  Our 
prayers have been answered 
by the many hands and hearts 
that went to work.”   Religious 
Administrator Josette Surratt 
commented, “The name that 
has been chosen for our chapel 
is most fitting.  Blessed 
Mother Teresa of Calcutta has 
shared her spirit of prayer, 
simplicity, sacrifice, and of 
humble works of love.”
