Ryan Lee Tetan, Ph.D., a political 
science professor at UL Lafayette, 

spoke to Mrs. Cathryn Martin’s 
class about majoring in the field. 
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A parent asked me the other day 
which was more important for 
getting a scholarship – good 
grades or a high ACT score. While 
noting that both are certainly 
important, I added that the Tuition 
Opportunity Program for Students, 
good old TOPS, treats a student 
with a 29 ACT score and a 3.5 the 
same as a student with a 27 ACT 
and a 4.0. The parent was very 
surprised and really upset that the 
4.0 didn’t mean more to the 
program. Surely, she asked me, 
the student should be rewarded for 
getting perfect grades? I explained 
that the TOPS rationale is that 
students who take challenging 
courses will not always get an “A” 
but that by challenging themselves 
with the harder coursework, their 
ACT score will be higher and the 
student will be better prepared for 
college. The courses the student 
actually took and the ACT score 
are often more important to the 
college admissions board than the 
actual GPA earned, as long, of 
course, as the GPA meets 
admission standards. 
 
That’s a hard concept for many of 
us to swallow. We are trained by 
our society to seek perfection. 
After all, if it is not “perfect” in the 
business world it’s a “second” and 
gets sold at a reduced price. Ten 
years from now (unless you are a 
die-hard Saints or Colts fan) you 
won’t remember who lost the 
Super Bowl. I think we sometimes 
fall into that trap with our children. 
We want perfection and we train 
them to also expect perfection of 
themselves. I found this true with 
many of the students taking our 
dual enrollment classes. It’s an 
accomplishment for a 16-year-old 

high school junior to take a 
sophomore-level college class and 
get a “B.” We forget just how 
remarkable that is; our high school 
student has done the same work 
as a 19-20 year old, achieving at 
an above average level while 
earned college credit in high 
school. Instead the student and 
parent are often crushed that the 
grade was not an “A.” 
 
I am not telling anyone not to strive 
for the “A” in any course. Rather, I 
am just reminding us all that we 
need to be realistic and recognize 
our kids for what they do 
accomplish. What is most 
important, after all, is that the 
student worked at his or her best 
level and achieved the best he or 
she could. Don’t let the fear of 
getting a lower grade ever keep 
your student from rising to meet a 
challenge – even if there are a few 
“B” bumps along the road. 

Here are some facts and figures 
that I thought you might find 
interesting. I came across these at 
the ACT website (www.act.org) 
and in an article by Allen Grove on 
About.com. The information in 
number 5 is verified by the 
colleges themselves on their 
websites. 
 
1. The Teurlings Catholic High 

School class of 2009 scored an 
average ACT composite score 
of 21.9. 

2. T h e  a v e r a g e  n a t i o n a l 
composite score on the ACT in 
2009 was a 21.1. Simple math 
indicates that also means 
about 50% of the students who 

took the test scored below 
21.1. 

3. The average composite score 
on the ACT in Louisiana in 
2009 was a 20.1. That means 
about 50% of the students in 
Louisiana scored below a 20.1. 

4. Students who score 34-36 on 
the test (and remember 36 is 
the top score you can earn) 
comprise just 1% of the 
students who take the test. In 
other words, remarkably rare. 

5. The average ACT score of a 
student admitted to Harvard (a 
college synonymous with 
achievement in our country) is 
a 31-35 but that means that 
50% of their entrants score 
below that range. Same goes 
for Duke University, where the 
average score is a 29-34 – 
50% of their students scored 
below that range. 

 
So, what is a good ACT score? 
Obviously the score that is good 
enough to get you into the college 
or university you want to get into. 
All of which makes me proud of our 
students and their ACT scores. 
Sure, I would love to see the score 
higher – that’s my vision as an 
educational leader. But that 21.9 
average composite posted by our 
graduates of  2009 is an 
achievement we all, including me, 
should recognize for its own worth. 
Rigor in the classroom does pay 
off for all our students, including 
those at the top of the ACT scale 
and those that fall into the ACT mid
-range at 20. We will continue to 
offer challenging courses for our 
students and we will continue to 
hold our students to a standard 
higher than that of many other 
schools. You have our word on it. 
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We are very proud of our faculty and staff.  Many have 
achieved status above and beyond the call of duty; all 
are terrific with the students.  This column is designed 
to feature accomplishments of those faces on campus.
